Pataya Food Industries Ltd. is a leading seafood canning company based in
Thailand. We pack products for many of the world's leading brands, including our
own Nautilus brand, which is a favorite amongst consumers here in Thailand. To

ensure our customers and consumers can buy and consume our products with
confidence that they in turn are contributing to global sustainability, we are
committed to achieving the highest standard of corporate social responsibility.

At Pataya Food Industries Ltd. we believe in continuous improvements and this
concept is applied to our Corporate Social Responsibility Strategy (CSRS). This

means that our CSRS will continuously evolve to meet the challenges we face in
ensuring our company remains committed to the environment, sustainably
managed seafood stocks, ethical business practices and the highest standards in
quality and service that we can possibly achieve.
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Global Sustainability

We proactively engage with a range of government and non government
organizations and members of the global seafood industry, to improve seafood
sustainability and to help protect the oceans ecosystems.

Our support for environmental management and research initiatives, such as
those undertaken by the International Seafood Sustainability Foundation (ISSF),

and organization which undertakes science-based initiatives for the long-term
conservation and sustainable use of tuna stocks, is part of our long-term
commitment to achieving industry best practice.

We support the Earth Island Institute (Ell) monitoring program as part of our
commitment to sourcing sustainable seafood. All the Tuna we process is certified
by the Ell as dolphin friendly. To ensure this, we are able to trace each individual
fish back to where, when and by which vessel it was caught.

Furthermore, we have recently been audited and accredited by the Marine
Stewardship Council (MSC), the globally recognized sustainability certification

body. All of the Salmon and Albacore Tuna we process come from fisheries
certified by the MSC, as sustainable fisheries.

QOur procurement commitments

Our procurement process considers whether the fish stocks we source, are
certified, endangered, managed and clearly traceable.

We specify that all PFl suppliers are compliant with relevant national or regional
management framework regulations and restrictions designed to protect the
future of the seafood we source.

We only source tuna that is caught by the pole and line and purse seine net fishing
methods. We also support research initiatives aimed at reducing the by-catch
associated with Fish Aggregating Devices FADs.
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Our supplier would not permit aboard its vessel the practice of deploying FADs
that are of highest Entanglement risk as defined in the 2013 ISSF Guide for Non-
entangling FADs.

No lllegal Unregulated and Unreported fish

Our internal policy specifies that we will not procure fish from illegal, unregulated
and unreported (IUU) catch. We regularly assess the risks of IUU, including

reviewing Regional Fisheries management Organizations (RFMO)vessel blacklists,

and implementing appropriate mitigation methods to eliminate the risk of
accidental sourcing IUU-caught product.

Full-chain traceability

We ensure that the seafood we buy has not been caught in contradiction of our
principles by requiring suppliers to have full records of origin and species
information and processes for full traceability purposes. We only sell legally
caught tuna and trace every batch to the fishing vessel. Our suppliers must
demonstrate full-chain traceability documentation that accurately records the
name and flag of the Vessel, the tuna species caught (by weight), the area and
period of catching and the name of the Captain.

Shark Finning Policy

Pataya Food Industries Ltd. identifies its clear standpoint in the sincere support
of Resolution 12-01 by International Seafood Sustainability Foundation (ISSF) to
Prohibit Shark Finning adopted on January 23, 2012 Meeting, Miami, FL, USA. We
encourage all our involved trade participants to ensure through its effective

management to comply with this Resolution to ban shark finning and refrain from
transaction with the vessels that engage in the practice.

Pataya Food Industries Ltd. identifies its clear standpoint in sincere support of the
International Seafood Sustainability Foundation (ISSF) and its policy to prohibit

shark finning and require sharks be landed with fins naturally attached, if retained
as established in the resolution adopted on January 23, 2012. We encourage all
our involved trade participants to ensure compliance with this resolution through
effective management, banning the practice of *Shark finning,” which involves
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retaining shark fins and discarding the remaining carcass while at sea, and to
refrain from transactions with vessels that engage in this practice.

PVR (ProActive Vessel Register) support

The PVR scheme indicates commitment to specific best practices in sustainable
tuna fishing. Therefore, Pataya Food Industries Ltd. strongly encourages its

stakeholder involving in the Fishing transaction to list their vessels on the PVR to
publicly signify their ongoing commitment to sustainable fishing practices.

Business Ethics

Pataya Food Industries Ltd. believes in good business ethics. We abide by the laws

of the countries we operate in, dislike and discourage any form of corruption and
do not use underage workers.

Pataya Food Industries Ltd. supports all initiatives undertaken by ISSF. In
compliance with ISSF Conservation Measure 2.4, Pataya food have committed to
report the amount of fish that we purchase by Fishery source category and
Supplier source category. Pataya Food Industries Ltd. intends to decrease
purchases from “none of the above” categories, but increase purchases from
Fishery Sources that are MSC Certified at least 20% in Y2024 and 5 years plan for
Fishery Sources that are MSC Certified by increasing purchases 2% per year.
